Swansea University is set over two campuses. Set in parkland overlooking 
Swansea Bay, Park Campus is on the edge of the stunning Gower Peninsula, the University's 
location is captivating.  

Bay Campus is an ultra-modern campus set right on the beach overlooking Swansea Bay. Both 
the College of Engineering and Management are located here, as well as the Computational 
Foundry. With 20,831 students, Swansea's multicultural campus community provides a global 
perspective and opportunities to gain skills that last a lifetime. 

The department 
 
English Language Training Services (ELTS) is the university’s English 
language and teacher training centre. ELTS teaches a range of EFL, 
ESP and EAP programmes and is accredited by the British Council, 
gaining 29 points of excellence in our last British Council inspection.  
 
ELTS is a dynamic English language teaching and teacher training 
department based at Swansea University. We have vast experience 
in the provision of private commercial English language and professional training programmes.

ELTS is located in the Singleton Park 
campus, on the edge of the 250 acre 
park, and is opposite one of the UK’s 
most popular beaches which stretches 
some nine kilometres from Swansea to 
Mumbles. 
 
Both campuses are a short bus ride away from the city centre and main transport hub, with 
buses every few minutes. The marina is only a few minutes’ walk from the city centre, where 
the tallest building in Wales is located. 
 

Ten minutes’ walk to the north of our 
location is Uplands, a trendy, upmarket part 
of town where a monthly goods and 
produce market is held, as well as hosting 
numerous bars and eateries.  
 
Towards affluent Mumbles and the Gower, 
there are many fabulous restaurants, 
beaches and outdoor activities which can be 
offered to the group, for example, surfing, 
SUPing, kayaking, and power boating.
